
Church of the Nations Camping Trip/Retreat at Timber Creek Camp

What? A camping trip/retreat at Timber Creek Camp! The theme for the retreat will be The Way of 
Relationship—the emphasis will be on how to know and have a relationship with God. There will be free 
meals, plenty of free/rest time (which can include fishing, canoeing, sports, table tennis, enjoying nature), 
Bible studies and worship, and even some games. Children ages 4 and older are welcome if and only if  
they come with their parents. Babies that cannot walk yet can also come. 
 
Where? Timber Creek Camp in Pulaski, Mississippi – about 3+ hours away on the other side of Jackson, 
Mississippi. If there is an emergency you can call Pastor Rick on his cell phone 225.921.2355. We will be 
staying in nice cabins and each cabin has four bunk beds (eight people). 
 
When? We will leave from the parking lot of University Baptist Church/Church of the Nations at 8:00 a.m. 
Saturday morning [this time might change – but we will let you know!] and leave Timber Creek Camp in 
the late afternoon (so that we get to enjoy free time both Saturday and Sunday afternoons). 
 
What do you need to bring? Whatever you need to spend the night somewhere—sleeping clothes, 
change of clothes and underwear, toiletries. Bedding – such as a sleeping bag or blanket/sheet/pillow. A 
towel and maybe a washcloth. And a Bible, notebook, and pen/pencil. We also recommend sunscreen 
and “bug spray”. Make sure you bring comfortable shoes for walking and playing. You will not need dress 
clothes! 
 
How much? We are asking for $20 per person. (The actual cost is $53 but the church will pay for most of 
this.) But if this is too much for you let us know. No one will not be able to come because of cost!
